The members of the SERN Executive
Board met in Arvidsjaur (Norrbotten
region) for Fall session of the
meeting. There were some new
members: Patrick Leech for Forli
municipality, Ake Eltoft for
Norrbotten Land Lasting and
Francesco Trivelloni for Union Terre
Verdiane. After the introduction of
the new political representatives,
the Executive Board welcomed
two new members of the
Ostergotaland region in the
network: Motala and Mjolby
Municipalities.

The agenda foresaw four main
topics to be discussed.

1. Revision of the SERN
strategy and of the guidelines. After
a fruitful discussion, the members of
the board decided o give
mandate to a group of civil
servants to adapt the strategy
2007-2009 and to adjust the
guidelines on the basis of the
discussion. The group has to
prepare areport for the February
Board meeting. One aspect that
will be discussed in parallel will be
the new role of the Thematic
Rapporteurs within the Board. A
proposal will be presented at the
next Board meeting.

2. Preliminary income
statement 2009 and proposal
2010. After the presentation of
the 2009 preliminary income
statement, which also this year
will be positive, the Board
approved the proposal and
also the proposed budget for
2010.

3. SERN training project 2009
and 2010. The fraining project
2009 can be considered a
success for the number of
people who have participated
in it and for the good project
proposals resulted. It is
important to highlight that the
Secretariat applied for a grant
in 2010 as well receiving a
positive outcome of the 2010
application.

The next Board meeting will
take place in Scandiano on
February 20t 2010.

The Board has identified the
venue and dates of the next
general assembly which will be
held in Pited (Norrbotten-
Sweden) between May 6 and 8
2010.
