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SERN meets the royal family in Bologna during the state visit 
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The mayor of Castelnovo di Sotto Roberta Mori , vice chairman of the Sweden Emilia Romagna Network, and the coordinator of the Network Nicola Catellani took part to a lunch on March 26th  organised in the framework of the state visit of the King of Sweden Carl Gustav XVI and Queen Sylvia. The royals after having met the highest authorities in Rome stopped in Bologna with their delegation in order to know more about the links established between Italy, and in particular the Emilia Romagna area, and Sweden through the Sweden Emilia Romagna Network (SERN)
At the lunch participated also the Foreign Minister Carl Bildt and the Swedish Ambassador Anders Bjurner.
